Key Stage 3  

Students will be taught about: 

• the development of the political system of democratic government in the United Kingdom, including the roles of 
citizens, Parliament and the monarch 

• the operation of Parliament, including voting and elections, and the role of political parties

• the roles played by public institutions and voluntary groups in society, and the ways in which citizens work together to 
improve their communities, including opportunities to participate in school-based activities 

• the functions and uses of money, the importance and practice of budgeting, and managing risk 

Key Stage 4 

Students will be taught about: 

• parliamentary democracy and the key elements of the constitution of the United Kingdom, including the power of 
government, the role of citizens and Parliament in holding those in power to account, and the different roles of the 
executive, legislature and judiciary and a free press 

• the different electoral systems used in and beyond the United Kingdom and actions citizens can take in democratic and 
electoral processes to influence decisions locally, nationally and beyond 

• other systems and forms of government, both democratic and non-democratic, beyond the United Kingdom 

• local, regional and international governance and the United Kingdom’s relations with the rest of Europe, the 
Commonwealth, the United Nations and the wider world 

• human rights and international law 

• the legal system in the UK, different sources of law and how the law helps society deal with complex problems 

• diverse national, regional, religious and ethnic identities in the United Kingdom and the need for mutual respect and 
understanding 

• the different ways in which a citizen can contribute to the improvement of their community, to include the opportunity 
to participate actively in community volunteering, as well as other forms of responsible activity 

• income and expenditure, credit and debt, insurance, savings and pensions, financial products and services, and how 
public money is raised and spent 
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Many topics are cross curricular and are taught in other subjects across the curriculum, including but not exclusive to: 
History, Geography, Business, MFL etc. 
 
Citizenship forms part of our PSHCE curriculum and is interwoven into the once a fortnight lesson in Yr7-11 delivered by 
form tutors. 
In addition to this Year 7 are taught parts of the Citizenship curriculum in their once a fortnight lesson with the PSHCE 
coordinator. These lessons enable students to discuss issues in the immediate news, experiencing a variety of learning 
styles and provide opportunities to enhance the students’ literacy (Citizenship vocabulary), thinking skills and awareness of 
current social issues.   
Citizenship presentations play a large part in the Year 10 & 11 curriculum. Students independently research topics from an 
agreed list and present their findings to their peers.

KS5 
The KS5 builds on the lessons taught in KS3 and KS4 by offering opportunities for debate both in and outside the classroom. 
Some activities where citizenship is covered include:  

- Morning registration discussions about current events 

- Assemblies on current affairs and elements of citizenship 

- PSHCE sessions on ‘Being an Active Citizen’, ‘Cultural Appropriation’, ‘Personal Finance’ 

- Aspects of UK law are often covered in PSHCE sessions, for example, with regards to consent, the Equalities Act 

2010 etc.  

- Various clubs including but not exclusive to: Sixth Form Debate Club, Model UN, Law Society, Pride Society, Muslim

The following key principles will be used to ensure high quality and effective planning and delivery of lessons on citizenship 
topics 

We will ensure a safe learning environment by: 

• Establishing ground rules which have been discussed and agreed between teachers and students at the beginning 
of every year.  

• Giving permission to exit the class if the student feels uncomfortable 

• Using distancing techniques such as role play to depersonalise the topics under discussion. 

•  Students’ questions will be answered sensitively and in an age appropriate manner. 

• Being able to raise questions anonymously by the use of a post box or ‘Ask it, Basket it’ 
Giving sentence starters to encourage sensitive and appropriate discussion/feedback between students 

• Knowledge of Students circumstances must be checked prior to leading a session
